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 CANADIAN POWER AND SAIL SQUADRONS  
 WESTERN ONTARIO DISTRICT 

 

 DISTRICT REGULATIONS  
 
 ARTICLE 1 
 NAME 
 

1.1 The name of this District of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons shall be Western Ontario District. 

 

1.2 The name of this District may at any time and from time 

to time be changed by resolution of the Governing Board. 

 
 

 ARTICLE 2 
 PURPOSE 
 

2.1 This District shall function as an integral part of the 

organization of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons for the 

purpose of furthering its objects as set out in the Letters 

Patent by: 

 

 (a) acting as liaison between the Squadrons forming 

the District and the Governing Board and National 

Officers; 

 

 (b) providing assistance within the District to the 

National Officers and the members of National 

Committees to enable them to carry out their duties 

and, in particular, by providing assistance to the 

Executive Department and the Training 

Department; 

 

 (c) assisting the Squadrons forming this District to 

enable them better to carry out their programmes; 

 

 (d) representing the Squadrons forming part of this 

District and the members thereof at meetings of the 

 Governing Board and on such  other occasions as 

circumstances require. 

 
 

 ARTICLE 3 
 DISTRICT YEAR 
 
3.1 The District Year shall commence on the 1st day of 

April in each year, and shall end on the 31st day of March in 

the next calendar year. 

 

 ARTICLE 4 
 MEMBERSHIP 
 
4.1 The membership of this District shall be composed of 

the members in good standing of all Squadrons designated by 

the Governing Board as forming part of this District. 

 

4.2 The Governing Board may by resolution designate a 

Squadron as forming part of this District and as from the date 

of such resolution all members in good standing of that 

Squadron shall be members of this District. 

 

4.3 The Governing Board may by resolution remove a 

Squadron from this District and as from the date of such 

resolution the members of that Squadron shall no longer be 

members of this District. 

 

 ARTICLE 5 
 MERIT MARKS 
 

5.1 The District Commander shall receive from the 

Commanders of the Squadrons forming part of this District 

their recommendations for merit marks, shall review such 

recommendations and shall forward them promptly to the 

Chief Commander with his observations thereon. 

 

5.2 At such time during the calendar year as the Chief 

Commander shall specify the District Commander shall 

submit in writing to the Chief Commander such 

recommendations as he in his discretion shall see fit to make 

for the award of a merit mark to any Officers of this District,  

members of the District committees and to any Commanders 

of Squadrons forming part of this District who have 

contributed substantially to the promotion of the interests of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons during the District year 

in question or that part of such year during which he was 

District Commander, including with his recommendations 

those of his predecessor as provided in Section 5.3 

 

5.3 Upon retirement or resignation from office during a 

calendar year, a District Commander shall submit in writing 

to his successor as District Commander his recommendations 

as required under Section 5.2 for the part of such calendar 

year during which he was District Commander.   Should such 

person fail or refuse to perform this duty, it shall be 

performed by the person who was the District Executive 

Officer during the relevant period. 

 

 ARTICLE 6 
 DISTRICT COUNCIL 
 
6.1 COMPOSITION OF DISTRICT COUNCIL  

 

6.1.1 The District Council shall consist of: 

 

 (a) the Officers set forth in Sections 9.1 

 

 (b) the Immediate Past District Commander, 

 

 (c) the Chairman of the District Nominating 

Committee if he or she is a person other than the 

immediate Past District Commander; 

 

 (d) the Commander of each Squadron forming part of 

this District. 

 

6.1.2 In his or her absence from a meeting of the District 

Council, a Squadron Commander may be represented at that 
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particular meeting by the Squadron Executive Officer of that 

Squadron and, failing the ability of such officer to attend, by 

such member of the Squadron Executive Committee as may 

be designated in writing by the Squadron Commander 

provided such written appointment is filed with the District 

Secretary prior to the commencement of the meeting in 

question. 

 

6.2 POWERS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE  

       DISTRICT COUNCIL  

 

6.2.1 The District Council shall: 

 

 (a) fill any vacancy occurring amongst the elected 

Officers of the District or amongst the members of 

the District Nominating Committee.  Any person 

so appointed shall hold office until the next 

Annual District Conference; 

 

 (b) designate the depositories in which the funds of 

this District shall be kept: 

 

 (c) fix the amount of the District Treasurer's bond and 

shall arrange any insurance or fidelity bond 

coverage required: 

 

 (d) approve all expenditures from the funds of this 

District, provided that it shall not authorize the 

expenditure of any funds the amount of which shall 

exceed the amount of money then held by the 

District Treasurer and not required for the payment 

of prior liabilities; 

 

 (e) instruct the District Commander or his 

representative as to the views of the Squadrons 

forming part of this District on any matter being 

considered by or requiring the consideration of the 

Governing Board or any meeting of Canadian 

Power and Sail Squadrons: 

 

 (f) have the power to establish committees and to 

define their functions. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 7 
 MEETINGS OF DISTRICT COUNCIL 
 
7.1 A District Council meeting shall be held: 

  

a) not less than one week and not more than four 

weeks prior to each regular Governing Board 

Meeting and each Annual Conference;  

 

 (b) when time permits, before any special meeting of 

the Governing Board or of Canadian Power and 

Sail Squadrons; 

 

 (c) at such other times as shall be established by the 

District Council. 

 

7.2 A meeting of the District Council may be called at any 

time by the District Commander, and shall be so called by the 

District Secretary on receipt of the written request of three 

members of the District Council. 

 

7.3 Meetings of the District Council shall be held at such 

places and in such manner as the District Council shall 

determine or, in the absence of such determination, as 

directed by the District Commander. 

 

7.4 Notice of each meeting of the District Council shall be 

given to each member of the District Council by the District 

Secretary in whatever manner he or she shall determine, not 

less than five days prior to the date of such meeting.  In lieu 

of notice of meeting, a member of the District council may, 

either before or after the meeting, deposit with the District 

Secretary a signed waiver of notice of meeting. 

 

7.5 A quorum of the District Council shall consist of a 

majority of the members of the District Council and business 

may be transacted on a majority vote of the members in 

attendance provided a quorum is present when such vote is 

taken.  Each member of the District Council shall have one 

vote except that, in case of an equality of votes, the chairman 

of the meeting shall be entitled to cast the deciding vote. 

 
 

 ARTICLE 8 
 COMMITTEES 
 
8.1 The District Council may appoint additional committees 

of the District Council composed of members of the Council 

or other persons who may exercise such powers as the 

District Council may delegate to them and which Committees 

shall have such functions as the District Council may 

determine. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 9 
 OFFICERS AND DISTRICT COMMITTEES 
 

9.1  OFFICERS 

The Officers of this District, herein collectively referred to as 

the "District Bridge Officers", shall be as follows: 

 (a) District Commander 

 

 (b) District Executive Officer 

 

 (c) District Training Officer 

 
 (d) District Administrative Officer 

 

 (e) District Secretary 

 

 (f) District Treasurer 

 

 (g) District Public Relations Officer 

 

 (h) District MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer 

 

 (i) District Membership Officer 
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 (j) District Lieutenants in such number as the District 

Executive Committee deems appropriate. 

 

provided that the duties of any two or more of these officers 

may be performed by one person in which event it shall not 

be necessary for the District to elect or appoint any officer 

whose duties are being performed by another officer. 

 

9.2 RANK  

The Officers shall: 

 

 (a) in the case of the District Executive Officer, the 

District Training Officer and the District 

Administrative Officer, hold the rank of District 

Lieutenant Commander; 

 

 (b) in the case of the District Secretary, District 

Treasurer, District Public Relations Officer, 

District MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer and 

District Membership Officer, hold the rank of 

District Lieutenant; 

 

 (c) be elected as provided in Article 11 of these 

Regulations, provided that the candidate for office: 

 

  (i) must be a Member of a Squadron forming 

part of this District; 

 

  (ii) should take or should have taken the 

Guidelines to Squadron Management 

Programme; 

 

 (d) abide by the general duties and obligations set 

forth in Section 9.11.3 of the Governing Board 

Regulations; 

 

 (e) take office upon election or appointment; 

 

 (f) cease to hold office; 

 

  (i) upon being removed from office by the 

Governing Board for just cause in 

accordance with Article 16 of the governing 

Board Regulations; 

 

  (ii) upon being removed from office pursuant to 

Section 9.3A; 

 

(iii) upon delivering a notice of resignation to the 

District Secretary; 

 

(iv)  

(A) for an elected Officer, upon ceasing to be 

a Member or upon ceasing to be a member 

of a Squadron forming part of the District; 

 

(B) for an appointed Officer, upon ceasing to 

be a Member or a CPS Associate or upon 

ceasing to be a member or a CPS associate of 

a Squadron forming part of the District; 

   

  (v) upon becoming of unsound mind; 

 

  (vi) upon death; 

 

  (vii) upon the election or appointment of his 

successor. 

 

9.3 APPOINTMENTS  

The District Commander may appoint aides and may assign 

to them and to the chairmen of committees appointed by the 

District Executive Committee or the District Council the rank 

of Staff Lieutenant, provided that: 

 

 (a) such persons shall serve at the pleasure of the 

District Commander; 

 

 

 (b) such persons shall abide by the general duties and 

obligations set forth in Section 9.11.3 of the 

Governing Board Regulations. 

 

 

9.3A REMOVAL FROM OFFICE  

 

9.3A.1 A District Bridge Officer may be removed from 

office at a Special District Conference (the "Recall Meeting") 

convened for such purpose by 

 

 (a) the District Council, or 

 

 (b) the District Secretary at the written request of a 

majority of the Commanders of the Squadrons 

forming part of this District, 

 

and the provisions of Sections 11.2, 11.3 and 11.5 of these 

Regulations shall apply with respect to such Recall Meeting. 

 

9.3A.2 The Notice of the Recall Meeting shall specify: 

 

 (a) the name of the Officer whose removal from office 

is sought ("The Affected Officer"); 

 

 (b) the office held by such Officer; 

 

 (c) the grounds on which such officer should be 

removed from office; 

 

 (d) the wording of the resolution to remove such 

Officer from office (the "Recall Resolution"), 

 

and, notwithstanding the provisions of Section 11.3.1,  shall 

be personally delivered to such Officer, or, if personal 

delivery is not possible, shall be mailed to such Officer by 

double registered mail, not less than 21 days before the date 

of such Meeting. 

 

9.3A.3 The order of business at a Recall Meeting shall be: 

 

 (a) roll call; 

 

 (b) notice of meeting; 
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 (c) introduction of the Recall Resolution; 

 

 (d) debate on the Recall Resolution, including 

response (if any) from the Affected Officer; 

 

 (e) vote on the Recall Resolution. 

 

9.3A.4 The Recall Resolution shall be adopted if not less 

than two-thirds of the votes of those present at the Recall 

Meeting are cast in its favour provided a quorum is present 

when such vote is taken. 

 

9.3A.5 In the event that the Recall Resolution is adopted, 

the Affected Officer shall be deemed to have resigned from 

the office held, and the vacancy so created shall be filled by 

the District Council pursuant to Section 6.2.1(a) of these 

Regulations. 

 

 

9.4 DISTRICT COMMANDER  

 

9.4.1 The district Commander shall be the ranking officer of 

this District.  He shall preside at all meetings of the District 

and its Council and shall be ex-officio a member of all 

District Committees.  He shall represent this District at all 

meetings of the Governing Board and on such other 

occasions as circumstances require and he shall be part of the 

staff of the Executive Department and shall be the direct 

representative within this District of the Executive Officer of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons to assist the Executive 

Department in: 

 

 (a) all duties relating to the formation within this 

District of new Squadrons, except in technical 

matters relating to training and the approval of the 

Regulations of the new Squadron, and 

 

 (b) all duties relating to the proper functioning of 

Squadrons forming part of this District. 

 

9.4.2 The District Commander shall: 

 

 (a) endeavour to visit each Squadron forming part of 

this District at least once a year and will report in 

writing on each such visit to the National 

Executive Officer; 

 

 (b) act as a liaison between the Departments of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons, other than 

the Training Department, and the Squadrons 

forming part of this District: 

 

 (c) ensure that all policies of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons are effectively carried out in this 

District: 

 

 (d) ensure that on all occasions when he is unable to 

represent this District a properly qualified 

representative has been appointed to act in his 

place: 

 

 (e) be responsible for ensuring that the National 

Secretary is informed of: 

 

  (i) all changes in the Officers of this District 

within two weeks of any such change; 

 

  (ii) all changes in the executive of Squadrons 

forming part of this District within a 

reasonable period of any such change; 

 

 (f) be responsible for submitting to the National 

Executive Officer prior to the 1st day of February 

in each year an estimate of District expense 

reimbursements, if any, to be claimed from 

Headquarters funds during the following 

Headquarters fiscal year; 

 

 (g) be responsible for furnishing the National 

Executive Officer with the minutes of each District 

Conference or District Council meeting within four 

weeks of the date of any such Conference or 

meeting; 

 

 (h) make such reports as may be required to the Chief 

commander, the National Executive Officer, the 

Governing Board, and to any District Conference 

or meeting of the District Council. 

 

 

9.5 DISTRICT EXECUTIVE OFFICER  

 

9.5.1 The District Executive Officer shall assist the District 

Commander in the discharge of his duties and in the absence 

of the District Commander shall perform his duties and 

exercise his powers.  The District Executive Officer shall be 

part of the staff of the Executive Department. 

 

 

9.6 DISTRICT TRAINING OFFICER  

 

9.6.1 The District Training Officer shall be part of the staff of 

the National Training Department and shall be the direct 

representative within this District of the National Training 

Officer of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons.  He shall 

preside at all meetings of the District Training Committee 

and shall be the representative of this District at any national 

Training Conference. 

 

9.6.2 The District Training Officer shall 

 

 (a) at the request of the National Training Officer 

assist him in formulating the training policy of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons; 

 

 (b) be responsible for the due administration of the 

training policy of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons within the District; 

 

 (c) be responsible for assisting new groups within this 

District or Squadrons forming part of this District 

in finding instructors; 
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 (d) be responsible for ascertaining that instructors are 

providing proper instruction; 

 

 (e) be responsible for ascertaining that Squadrons 

forming part of this District are making adequate 

provision for advanced or elective courses; 

 

 (f) be responsible for coordinating the training work 

of the Squadrons forming part of this District; 

 

 (g) ensure that all Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons 

examinations held within this District are properly 

conducted; 

 

 (h) arrange meetings of the District Training 

Committee; 

 

 (i) examine and present to the District Commander 

and to the National Training  Officer all 

recommendations on training matters emanating 

from Squadrons forming part of this District; 

 

 (j) advise generally on all matters pertaining to 

established Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons 

training policies and resolve any difficulties which 

arise as to training matters within Squadrons 

forming part of this District; 

 

 (k) advise and keep the District Commander informed 

on all matters pertaining to squadron training; 

 

 (l) assist the District Commander in the discharge of 

his duties; 

 

 (m) in the absence of the District Commander and the 

District Executive Officer, perform the duties and 

exercise the powers of the District Commander. 

 

 

 

 

 

9.7 DISTRICT ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER  

 

9.7.1 The District Administrative Officer shall be responsible 

for organizing Annual or Special District Conferences and 

such other District meetings or competitions as may be held 

within this District.  In the absence of the District 

Commander, the District Executive Officer and the District 

Training Officer, he shall perform the duties and exercise the 

powers of the District Commander.  The District 

Administrative Officer shall not be part of the staff of the 

National Administrative Department nor a representative 

within this District of the Administrative Officer of Canadian 

Power and Sail Squadrons. 

 

 

9.8 DISTRICT SECRETARY  

 

9.8.1 The District Secretary shall: 

 

 (a) have custody of the regulations of this District and 

copies of the regulations of each Squadron forming 

part of this District.  He shall also hold on file a 

copy of the By-laws of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons and a copy of the Governing Board 

Regulations, and shall have such copies available 

for reference at all District meetings; 

 

 (b) make an annotation on the relevant document of all 

amendments to the District Regulations and the 

District copy of the Regulations of all Squadrons 

within the District and the District copy of the By-

laws of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons and of 

the Governing Board Regulations; 

 

 (c) keep minutes of each District Conference and of 

each District Council meeting, providing the 

National Executive Officer with copies of such 

minutes, to be mailed within four weeks of the date 

of such Conference or meeting, with the Minutes 

of the March District Council Meeting to be 

mailed to Members of the District Council no 

later than March 24th of the same year; 

 

 (d) conduct all correspondence appropriate to his 

office; 

 

 (e) keep a record of each Squadron in this District and 

of the name and address of each member thereof; 

 

 (f) give notice of each Annual District Conference, 

District Conference and Special District 

Conference and of each District Council meeting 

according to the requirements of these Regulations; 

 

 (g) make a report to each Annual District Conference 

and to each District Council meeting and at such 

other times as required by the District Commander 

of the District Council; 

 

 (h) notify the National Secretary in writing of all 

changes in the Officers of this District within two 

weeks of any such change; 

 

 (i) perform such other duties as may at any time and 

from time to time be delegated to the District 

Secretary by the District Commander or the 

District Council. 

 

 

9.9 DISTRICT TREASURER  

 

9.9.1 The District Treasurer shall: 

 

 (a) collect all monies due and payable to this District 

or received by it in carrying out any District 

activity and, subject to the provisions of Article 20, 

 shall hold all monies and securities in the name of 

this District as directed by the District Council; 

 

 (b) keep a true record of all monies and securities 

received by him,  pay all bills approved by the 
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District Council or by the chairman of any 

committee of this District which has contracted a 

bill by virtue of any appropriation by the District 

Council,  and preserve proper vouchers for all such 

expenditures; 

 

(c) make a report at each District Council meeting and 

at such other times as required by the District 

Commander or the District Council.  Such report 

shall include a written statement of the receipts and 

disbursements covering the period from the last 

report to the date of the meeting and shall set forth 

the financial condition of this District at the date of 

such report; 

 

 (d) immediately after the end of the District year 

prepare and have reviewed by the District Internal 

Audit Review Committee written financial 

statements for the District fiscal  year which 

financial statements shall include a statement of 

receipts and disbursements for the year and a 

statement of the assets and liabilities of the District 

at the year end;   

 

 (e) make a report to the Annual District Conference 

which report shall include the financial statements 

and the report of the District Internal Audit Review 

Committee; 

 

 (f) furnish the National Treasurer with the annual year 

end financial statements of the District duly signed 

by District Commander, District Treasurer and a 

member of the District Internal Audit Review 

Committee, by mailing the same within one week 

of receiving the same from the District Internal 

Audit Review Committee and being approved by 

the District. In any event the statements must be 

received by the National Treasurer no later than 

Sept. 30th of the same year. Where a Districtôs 

approved Financial Statements have not been filed 

by that date with the National Treasurer, the 

National Treasurer may delay payment to that 

District of further financial benefit from any 

program offering financial support from National. 

The District Treasurer will also make such other 

reports to the National Treasurer as the Governing 

Board shall direct. Failure to comply with the 

foregoing shall be reported by the National 

Treasurer to the Governing Board which then may 

take further action as it deems necessary. 

 

 (g) propose and submit to the first meeting of the 

District Council in each District year a budget of 

all revenues and expenditures for that District 

Year; 

 

 (h) perform such other duties as may at any time and 

from time to tome be delegated to the District 

Treasurer by the District Commander or the 

District Council. 

 

 

9.10 DISTRICT PUBLIC RELATIONS  

   OFFICER   

 

9.10.1 The District Public Relations Officer shall: 

 

 (a) be the direct representative within this District of 

the Chairman of the Public Relations Committee of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons ("National 

PRO") 

 

 (b) at the request of the National PRO, assist in 

formulating the public relations policy of Canadian 

Power and Sail Squadrons; 

 

 (c) be responsible for the due administration of the 

public relations policy of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons within this District; 

 

 (d) assist new groups within this District and 

Squadrons forming part of this District in respect 

to matters of public relations; 

 

 (e) be responsible for ascertaining that Squadrons 

forming part of this District are providing proper 

and adequate promotion for the courses offered by 

such Squadrons; 

 

 (f) arrange meetings of the District Public Relations 

Committee and shall preside at any meetings of 

such Committee; 

 

 (g) perform such other duties as may be delegated to 

the District Public Relations Officer by the District 

Commander, the District Council or the National 

PRO. 

 

 

9.11 DISTRICT MAREP (HYDROGRAPHIC)  

OFFICER  

 

9.11.1 The District MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer shall: 

 

 (a) be the direct representative within this District of 

the Chairman of the Marine Reporting Committee 

of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons ("National 

MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer"); 

 

 (b) assist new groups within this District and 

Squadrons forming part of this District in respect 

to matters concerning Marine Reporting; 

 

 (c) be responsible for ascertaining that Squadrons 

forming part of this District are providing proper 

and adequate promotion and encouragement for 

the MAREP (Hydrographic) programme, and that 

each Squadron MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer is 

actively promoting and reporting on MAREP 

within his or her Squadron; 

 

 (d) be responsible for organizing MAREP 

(Hydrographic) cruises, meetings and seminars as 

may be required; 
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 (e) arrange meetings of the District MAREP 

(Hydrographic) Committee and shall preside at any 

meetings of such Committee; 

 

 (f) be responsible for writing and submitting MAREP 

(Hydrographic) news and stories to any District 

publication; 

 

 (g) maintain close contact with the District Public 

Relations Officer to help promote MAREP 

(Hydrographic) to the members of Canadian Power 

and Sail Squadrons and to the general public; 

 

 (h) receive MAREP (Hydrographic) reports from the 

Members and Associates of the Squadrons forming 

part of this District, and shall process and remit the 

same as directed by the National MAREP 

(Hydrographic) Officer; 

 

 (i) maintain regular contact with the nearest office of 

the Canadian Hydrographic Service in order to: 

 

  (i) forward MAREP (Hydrographic) forms 

when completed and received from 

members; 

 

  (ii) maintain a set of current Charts and 

Publications for the area in which the 

District is situated; 

 

  (iii) keep a supply of MAREP (Hydrographic) 

forms on hand for distribution to the 

Squadrons forming part of this District; 

 

 (j) report promptly to the National MAREP 

(Hydrographic) Officer upon request, and forward 

to the National MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer 

any suggestions or ideas that could be used in the 

National MAREP (Hydrographic) Newsletter; 

 

 (k) submit MAREP (Hydrographic) reports on a 

personal basis; 

 

 (l) perform such other duties as may be delegated to 

the District MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer by the 

District Commander, the District Council or the 

National MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer. 

 

 

9.12 DISTRICT MEMBERSHIP OFFICER  

 

9.12.1 The District Membership Officer shall: 

 

 (a) be the District representative within this District of 

the chairman of the Membership Committee of 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons ("National 

Membership Officer"); 

 

 (b) ensure that all Squadrons forming part of this 

District have a Squadron Membership Officer who 

is fully conversant with his duties and 

responsibilities; 

 

 (c) assist the Squadron Membership Officer in: 

 

  (i) forming the Squadron's recruitment and 

renewal programmes; 

 

  (ii) maintaining appropriate membership 

records; 

 

 (d) encourage Squadron Membership Officers to 

renew their records regularly and to contact former 

members and prospective members on a timely 

basis; 

 

 (e) maintain a programme which will promote at 

District and Squadron levels membership in 

Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons; 

 

 (f) advise the District Commander as to methods by 

which membership in Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons may be promoted; 

 

 (g) arrange meetings of the District Membership 

Committee and shall preside at any meetings of 

such Committee; 

 

 (h) perform such other duties as may be delegated to 

the District Membership Officer by the District 

Commander, the District Council or the National 

Membership Officer. 

 

 

9.13 DISTRICT LIEUTENANTS  

 

9.13.1 District Lieutenants elected pursuant to the 

provisions of Section 9.1(j) of these regulations shall perform 

such duties as shall be assigned to them by the District 

Executive Committee. 

 

 

9.14 DISTRICT COMMITTEES  

 

9.14.1 There shall be the following Committees of this 

District: 

 

 (a) District Executive Committee; 

 

 (b) District Nominating Committee; 

 

 (c) District Training Committee 

 

 (d) District Public Relations Committee 

 

 (e) District MAREP (Hydrographic) Committee 

 

 (f) District Membership Committee; 

 

 (g) District Long Term Planning Committee 
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 (h) such other committees as the District Council shall 

establish. 

 

 

 

9.15 DISTRICT NOMINATING COMMITTEE  

 

9.15.1 The District Nominating Committee shall consist 

of three members, being the Immediate Past District 

Commander, the Past District Commander once removed, 

and the Past District Commander twice removed, all of 

whom shall hold their position by virtue of their office and 

will  not require election or appointment.  The Chairman of 

the Committee shall be the Past District Commander twice 

removed. 

 

 In the event that a Past District Commander has: 

 

 (a) become a Past District Commander by virtue of 

having resigned his position as District 

Commander prior to the end of his term of office, 

or 

 

 (b) ceased to be a Member of Canadian Power and 

Sail Squadrons or of this District, 

 

he shall be deemed to have declined to serve on the District 

Nominating Committee or to have resigned from such 

Committee, and the provisions of Section 9.15.2 shall apply. 

 

9.15.2 In the event that there is no Past District 

Commander, or in the event that any person referred to in 

Section 9.15.1 dies, becomes incapacitated, declines to serve 

on or resigns from the District Nominating Committee, the 

vacancy so created shall be filled by appointment made by 

the District Council without reference to the office, if any, 

then held by the appointee.  If the position of Chairman of the 

Committee becomes vacant, the members of the District 

Nominating Committee, including the appointee, shall 

choose one of their number to be Chairman. 

 

9.15.3 A quorum of the District Nominating Committee 

shall be two persons. 

 

9.15.4 The District Nominating Committee shall: 

 

 (a) meet during the year and shall confer with those 

officers who will be responsible for the overall 

performance of the District; 

 

 (b) select nominees for the elective offices referred to 

in Section 9.1 of these Regulations, including such 

District Lieutenants referred to in Subsection (j) of 

such Section as in the opinion of the District 

Executive Committee are necessary for the 

administration of the affairs of this District during 

the District Year in question; 

 

 (c) select nominee(s) who shall not be an elected or 

appointed officer(s) of this District or member(s) of 

any committee of this District, to be appointed to 

the District Internal Audit Review Committee; 

 

 (d) submit its report of such nominees to the District 

Secretary at least 13 weeks before the Annual 

District Conference at which such elections will be 

held. 

 

9.15.5 The District Nominating Committee shall use the 

following procedures: 

 

 (a) the Committee shall meet early in the year for the 

purpose of selecting a candidate for the office of 

District Commander (the "Nominee"), provided 

that the Nominee shall be the incumbent District 

Executive Officer unless there is just cause not to 

nominate such person; 

 

 (b) upon receiving the consent of the Nominee to stand 

for election,  the Committee shall request from 

such Nominee his recommendations for the 

balance of the District Bridge Officer positions 

referred to in Section 9.1 of these regulations, and 

the Nominee shall submit his recommendations to 

the Committee within 15 days of such request; 

 

 (c) the Committee, for good cause, may reject any or 

all recommendations submitted by the Nominee 

and within 15 days of receipt of such 

recommendations request the Nominee to make 

new recommendations, which may also be rejected 

by the Committee for good cause within 15 days of 

the receipt thereof, and the Committee shall make a 

new request from the Nominee for an additional 

recommendation until a candidate mutually 

satisfactory to the Committee and the Nominee is 

agreed upon for each position, provided that; 

 

  (i) if no candidate has been selected by the 

Committee out of the first three names 

submitted by the Nominee for a position, the 

Committee shall name a nominee for that 

position; 

 

  (ii) if the Nominee fails or refuses to make a 

recommendation for a position within 15 days 

of the request thereof, the Committee may 

make its own nomination for such position 

without consultation with the Nominee; 

 

  (iii) a candidate who refuses to consent to stand 

for election after selection by the Committee 

shall be deemed, for the purposes of these 

procedures only, to have been rejected by the 

Committee for good cause and unless that 

candidate is the third person recommended by 

the Nominee for that position the Committee 

shall make a new request from the Nominee 

for an additional recommendation. 

 

 (d) for the purposes of these procedures, the terms 

"just cause" and "good cause" shall mean a fair, 

adequate and honest cause or reason, regulated by 

good faith. 
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9.16 DISTRICT TRAINING COMMITTEE  

 

9.16.1 The District Training Committee shall consist of 

the District Training Officer, who shall be Committee 

Chairman, the District Assistant Training Officers, if any, and 

the Squadron Training Officer of each Squadron forming part 

of this District. 

 

9.16.2 The District Training Committee shall meet at least 

once during each District year to provide a convenient 

medium for the exchange of ideas on training matters 

between Squadrons forming part of this District, to assist in 

coordinating their training work, for the dissemination of 

information, and to provide a forum for the general 

discussion of training problems as they pertain to Squadrons 

forming part of this District. 

 

 

9.17 DISTRICT PUBLIC RELATIONS  

    COMMITTEE   

 

9.17.1 The District Public Relations Committee shall 

consist of the District Public Relations Officer, who shall be 

Committee Chairman, the District Assistant Public Relations 

Officers, if any, and the Squadron Public Relations Officer of 

each Squadron forming part of this District. 

 

9.17.2 The District Public Relations Committee shall meet 

at least once during each District year to provide a convenient 

medium for the exchange of ideas on public relations matters 

between Squadrons forming part of this District, to assist in 

coordinating their public relations work, for the 

dissemination of information, and to provide a forum for the 

general discussion of public relations problems as they 

pertain to Squadrons forming part of this District. 

 

 

9.18 DISTRICT MAREP (HYDROGRAPHIC)  

    COMMITTEE  

 

9.18.1 The District MAREP (Hydrographic) Committee 

shall consist of the District MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer, 

who shall be Committee Chairman, the District Assistant 

MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer, if any, and the Squadron 

MAREP (Hydrographic) Officer of each Squadron forming 

part of this District. 

 

9.18.2 The District MAREP (Hydrographic) Committee 

shall meet at least once during each District year to provide a 

convenient medium for the exchange of ideas on MAREP 

matters between Squadrons forming part of this District, to 

assist in coordinating their MAREP work, for the 

dissemination of information, and to provide a forum for the 

general discussion of MAREP problems as they pertain to 

Squadrons forming part of this district. 

 

 

9.19 DISTRICT MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE  

 

9.19.1 The District Membership Committee shall consist 

of the District Membership Officer, who shall be Committee 

Chairman, the District Assistant Membership Officer, if any, 

and the Squadron Membership Officer of each Squadron 

forming part of this District. 

 

9.19.2 The District Membership Committee shall meet at 

least once during each District year to provide a convenient 

medium for the exchange of ideas on membership matters 

between Squadrons forming part of this District, to assist in 

coordinating their membership work, for the dissemination of 

information, and to provide a forum for the general 

discussion of membership problems as they pertain to 

Squadrons forming part of this district. 

 

 

9.20 DISTRICT LONG TERM PLANNING 

     COMMITTEE 

 

9.20.1 The District Long Term Planning Committee 

shall consist of the Chairman of the District Nominating 

Committee, who shall be Committee Chairman, the District 

Commander and all Past District Commanders of this 

District. 

 

9.20.2 The District Long Term Planning Committee 

shall: 

 (a) meet at least once during each District year; 

 

 (b) advise and make recommendations to District 

Conferences and the District Council with respect 

to the policies, goals and objectives of this 

District, means of improving the development 

and progress of this District, and matters referred 

to it by District Conferences, the District Council 

or the District Executive Committee. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 10 
 DISTRICT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 
 
10.1 There shall be an Executive Committee of 
this District consisting of the District Bridge Officers and the 

Immediate Past District Commander.  The District 

Commander shall be the Chairman of the Committee. 

 

10.2 The District Executive Committee: 

 

 (a) during intervals between meetings of the District 

Council, may carry on and transact the routine 

business of the District and for such purpose may 

exercise all of the powers vested in the District 

Council except: 

  (i) the power to make appointments to fill 

vacancies shall be limited to the filling of 

vacancies which arise since the immediately 

preceding meeting of the District Council and 

all such appointments so made shall be for a 

term that expires at the meeting of the District 

Council next following the making of such 
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appointment or att the next Annual District 

Conference, whichever is the first to occur; 

 

  (ii) the power to fix the amount of the District 

Treasurer's bond; 

 

  (iii) the power to approve expenditures form the 

funds of this District; 

 

 

 (b) shall assign to the elected District Lieutenants their 

duties; 

 

 (c) shall properly record its actions in minutes to be 

presented to the next following meeting of the 

District Council, with a copy thereof to be mailed 

by the District Secretary to the National Executive 

Officer within 4 weeks of the date of the recorded 

meeting; 

 

 (d) shall hold meetings at such times, at such places 

and in such manner as it shall determine, provided 

that: 

 

  (i) a meeting of the committee shall be called by 

the District Secretary on receipt of a request 

from any member of the Committee; 

 

  (ii) notice of each meeting shall be given by the 

District Secretary to each member of the 

Committee not less than three days prior to 

such meeting. 

 

10.3 A quorum of the District Executive Committee shall 

consist of a majority of the members, and business may be 

transacted on a majority vote provided a quorum is present 

when such vote is taken.  In case of an equality of votes, the 

chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to cast the deciding 

vote. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 11 
 DISTRICT CONFERENCES, ELECTIONS 
 
11.1 DISTRICT CONFERENCES 

 

11.1.1 The Annual District Conference shall be held in 

each District Year during the month of April, for the purpose 

of: 

 

 (a) receiving a report from the Officers and 

committees of this District; 

 

 (b) receiving a report of the District Treasurer on the 

financial position of this District that has been 

reviewed by the District Internal Audit Review 

Committee; 

 

 (c) electing the elective Officers referred to in Section 

9.1 of these Regulations, including such District 

Lieutenants as in the opinion of the District 

Executive Committee are necessary for the 

administration of the affairs of this District during 

the District year in question; 

 

 (d) appointing a District Internal Audit Review 

Committee for the District year then current; 

 

 (e) considering such other business as may properly be 

brought before the Annual District Conference. 

 

11.1.2 In addition to the Annual District Conference in 

April , District Conferences shall be held in May, 

September, November, January, and March, and 

if need be, one to four weeks prior to a Governing 

Board Meeting, for the purpose of carrying out 

such business of the District as regularly comes 

before it, and acting on the recommendations 

brought before the Conference by the Committees 

of the District. 

 

11.2 SPECIAL DISTRICT CONFERENCES  

 

11.2.1 A Special District Conference may be called at any 

time by the District Commander or the District Council and 

shall be called by the District Secretary on the written request 

of a majority of the Commanders of the Squadrons forming 

part of this District. 

 

11.2.2 At a Special District Conference only such 

business as is set forth in the notice of such Conference shall 

be transacted. 

 

11.3 NOTICE OF MEETING  

 

11.3.1 Notice of each Annual District Conference and 

Special District Conference shall be mailed, by or on behalf 

of the District Secretary, not less than 14 days before the date 

of such meeting, to each person who, as of a date 30 days 

preceding the date selected for such meeting, is a member of 

this District, at the most recent address of such person as 

recorded on the books of this District, and shall specify: 

 

 (a) the business to be transacted at such Conference; 

 

 (b) where elections are to be held, the names and 

addresses of the nominees of the District 

Nominating Committee. 

 

11.3.2 Notice of such Conference shall be validly given if 

published in the official publication of this District, 

or by publication in the members Squadron News 

Letter, one copy of which is to be mailed to the 

District Secretary. 

 

11.3.3 Delivery of one copy of a notice to an address shall 

be deemed to be proper service of the notice on all 

members having such address on the records of 

this District. 

 

11.3.4 Notices of other District Conferences may be 

validly given in a District Calendar of events, to 

be published in the official publication of this 
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District, or by publication in the Squadron News 

Letters.  Changes to this Calendar may be made 

three weeks prior to a Meeting, by Notice mailed 

to all Conference Delegates as last filed and on 

record with the District Secretary.   

 

 

11.4 ORDER OF BUSINESS 

 

11.4.1 The order of business at the Annual District 

Conference shall , to the extent applicable, be: 

 

 (a) roll call; 

 

 (b) notice of meeting; 

 

 (c) minutes; 

 

 (d) business arising out of minutes; 

 

 (e) reports of Officers; 

 

 (f) unfinished business; 

 

 (g) report of District Nominating Committee; 

 

 (h) elections; 

 

 (i) new business. 

 

The Chairman may request permission from the members of 

the District Council and delegates present to depart from the 

indicated order of business where considered beneficial. 

 

11.4.2 the Chairman of the District Nominating 

Committee shall assume the chair prior to delivering the 

report of his Committee, then shall relinquish the chair to the 

District Commander then elected. 

 

 

11.5 REPRESENTATION AND VOTING  

 

11.5.1 Only Delegates appointed in accordance with this 

Section 11.5 shall be entitled to vote at any District 

Conference. 

 

11.5.2 At any Annual District Conference or Special 

District Conference five members of the District Council and 

five delegates, provided such ten persons represent twenty-

five per cent or more of the total votes in this District as 

computed in this Section 11.5, shall form a quorum. 

 

11.5.3 The Delegates at a District Conference, each of 

whom shall have one vote, shall be: 

 

 (a) the District Bridge Officers of this District as set 

forth in Section 9.1; 

 

 (b) each Past District Commander of this District; 

 

 (c) the Squadron Delegates appointed in accordance 

with Section 11.5.4; 

 

11.5.4 Each Squadron forming part of this District shall 

have one Delegate (the "Squadron Delegates") for each 

fifty Members or major fraction thereof, according to the 

membership records maintained by the Secretary's 

Department of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons as at 

June 30 preceding the Conference provided that: 

 

 (a) no Squadron shall have less than five Squadron 

Delegates; 

 

 (b) the Squadron Delegates for each Squadron shall 

be: 

  (i) the Squadron Commander, 

  (ii)  the Squadron Executive Officer, 

  (iii)  the Squadron Training Officer, 

  (iv) other Squadron Bridge Officers, appointed 

by the Squadron Commander, in such 

number as is required to fill the remaining 

permitted Delegate positions; 

 

 (c) if for any reason a Squadron Delegate is 

disqualified or is unable to attend the 

Conference, a substitute may be appointed by the 

Squadron Commander; 

 

 (d) the appointment of the Squadron Delegates 

(including a substitute): 

  (i) shall be in writing and shall be signed by the 

Squadron Commander or Squadron 

Secretary; 

  (ii)  must be filed with the District Secretary 

prior to the time of the commencement of 

the Conference as set out in the Notice of 

Meeting; 

  (iii)  once filed shall for all purposes be deemed 

to be valid. 

 

11.5.5 No member shall be considered as a member of 

more than one Squadron for purposes of voting.  Where a 

member has membership in more than one Squadron, he shall 

for all purposes of voting be deemed to be a member only of 

that Squadron of which he is shown to be a member 

according to the membership records maintained by the 

Secretary's Department of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons. 

 

11.5.6 Except as provided in Sections 9.3A.4 and 18.5 of 

these Regulations every question submitted to an Annual 

District Conference or Special District Conference shall be 

decided by a majority of the votes cast provided a quorum is 

present when such vote is taken.  A vote may be taken by a 

show of hands and in such an event a declaration by the 

chairman that a resolution has been carried or carried 

unanimously or carried by a particular majority, or lost or not 

carried by a particular majority, shall be conclusive evidence 

of such fact except that prior to such show of hands or 

immediately following the count, any person entitled to vote 

may require a ballot to be taken.  In the case of an equality of 

votes, the chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to a 

casting vote. 
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11.5.7 No vote shall be cast by proxy provided that the 

voting of a duly appointed delegate of a Squadron shall not 

for the purpose of this Section 11.5.7, be deemed to be voting 

by proxy. 

 

11.6 NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS  

 

11.6.1 At each Annual District Conference there shall be 

elected by ballot of those Members entitled to vote thereat, 

the elective Officers designated in Section 9.1 of these 

Regulations, including such District Lieutenants as in the 

opinion of the District Executive Committee are necessary for 

the administration of the affairs of this District during the 

District Year in question and as are set out in the Notice of 

Meeting, and a District Internal Audit Review Committee 

shall be appointed, provided that if a candidate for any office 

is unopposed, that candidate may be elected by a nominal 

single ballot cast by the Secretary in favour of that candidate. 

 

11.6.2 Persons elected or appointed pursuant to Section 

11.6.1 of these Regulations shall serve until the next Annual 

District Conference or until their successors shall have been 

elected or appointed. 

 

11.7 MINUTES  

 

11.7.1 A certified copy of the minutes of each Annual 

District Conference shall be sent to the National Executive 

Officer within four weeks of the date of the holding of any 

such conference. 

 

 ARTICLE 12 
 ELIGIBILITY 
 

12.1 No member of this District shall be eligible for election 

as provided in Section 11.6.1 of these Regulations at any 

Annual District Conference unless nominated by the District 

Nominating Committee or by a petition in writing signed by 

not less than five members of this District who shall confirm 

the consent of their nominee to such nomination.  All such 

nominations: 

 

 (a) by the District Nominating Committee shall be 

filed with the District Secretary at least four weeks 

prior to the date of the meeting at which such 

election shall take place; 

 

 (b) by petition shall be filed with the District Secretary 

not less than two days prior to the date of the 

meeting at which such election shall take place. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 13 
 SUPERVISION 
National Training Officer. 

 

13.1 The administration of this District shall be under the 

general supervision of the National Executive Officer except 

for matters pertaining to training which shall be under the 

general supervision of the 

 

 ARTICLE 14 
 AUTHORITY OF DISTRICT CONFERENCE 
 
14.1 Except as provided in Section 15.5 of these Regulations 

all resolutions properly adopted at a District Conference and 

which effect an amendment to these Regulations: 

 

 (a) shall be deemed to be recommendations to the 

Governing Board; 

 

 (b) shall not be binding on the members of the District 

or on the Squadrons forming part of this District 

until approved by the Operating committee or the 

Governing Board under the provisions of Sections 

14.2.3 of the Governing Board Regulations. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 15 
 DISTRICT FINANCES 
 

15.1 The primary sources of this District's funds shall be: 

 

 (a) such allocations as shall be made to it by the 

Governing  Board, and 

 

 (b) such contributions as it shall receive from the 

Squadrons forming part of this District. 

 

such funds to be used to cover the expenditures referred to in 

Section 15.3 of these Regulations. 

 

15.2 Not later than the 1st day of February in each year the 

District Commander shall submit to the National Executive 

Officer an estimate of District expense reimbursements, if 

any, to be claimed from Headquarters funds during the 

following Headquarters fiscal year. 

 

15.3 All payments received by this District from the National 

Treasurer pursuant to Section 15.1 of theses Regulations and 

any other funds received by this District from any source 

shall be applied on the authority of the District Council: 

 

 (a) to defray the travelling expenses of the District 

Commander in the performance of his duties 

within the District; 

 

 (b) to defray the travelling expenses of the District 

Training Officer in the performance of his duties 

within the District; 

 

 (c) for stationery, telephone and postage; 

 

 (d) in payment of such other expenses as are incidental 

to the administration of this District. 

 

15.4 It shall not be within the power or authority of the 

District Council or a District Conference to levy any 

assessment against the members of this District or to establish 

any annual dues for membership therein. 
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15.5 Notwithstanding the provisions of Sections 15.4, where 

notice to this effect has been duly given an Annual or Special 

District Conference may adopt a resolution requiring a 

contribution from each Squadron forming part of this District 

and specifying the amount of such contribution to assist in 

financing the administration of this District and when such a 

resolution has been duly adopted at such District Conference 

it shall be binding on each Squadron forming part of this 

District. 

  1) That the levy will be set for regular members and the 

levy for a family member will be 50% of that levy. 

  2) The District, as required, may assess the levy on each 

Squadron and the assessment will be in accordance 

with (1) above. 

 

15.6 Subject to the provisions of Section 15.4, Section 15.5 

and Section 25.3 of these Regulations the District Council 

and a District Conference shall be at liberty to raise funds to 

assist in financing the administration of this District. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 16 
 DISCIPLINE 

16.1 Any elected or appointed Officer of this District or a 

member of a Committee thereof may be removed from office 

for just cause by the Governing Board in the manner 

provided in Article 16 of the By-laws of Canadian Power and 

Sail Squadrons. 

 

 ARTICLE 17 
 INTERNAL AUDIT REVIEW COMMITTEE 
 

17.1 The person(s) appointed to the District Internal Audit 

Review Committee of the District pursuant to Section 11.6.1 

of these Regulations shall not during his term as a District 

Internal Audit Review Committee member  be or become an 

elected Officer of this District, a member of the District 

Council or a member of any committee of this District. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 18 
 AMENDMENTS  
 

18.1 Except as provided in Section 22.2 of these Regulations, 

no amendment of these Regulations shall become effective 

until it shall have been approved by the Committee on Rules 

and confirmed by the Operation Committee or Governing 

Board under the provisions of Section 14.2.3 of the 

Governing Board Regulations.  The date on which the 

amendment shall become affective shall be the date on which 

it is so confirmed or the date on which it is adopted by this 

District as in this  Article provided which ever is the later 

date. 

 

18.2 Subject to Section 18.1 of these Regulations, these 

Regulations may at any time be amended or new regulations 

adopted which amendments and new regulations shall be 

subject to amendment as herein provided. 

 

18.3 Notice of a proposed amendment to these Regulations 

or of a new regulation shall be given to each member of this 

District in the manner provided in Section 11.3.1 of theses 

Regulations not less than 14 days prior to the date of the 

Annual or Special District Conference at which such 

amendment or new regulation will be considered. 

 

18.4 A regulation may be amended or a new regulation 

enacted only at an Annual District Conference or a Special 

District Conference. 

 

18.5 An amendment to a regulation or a new regulation shall 

be adopted if not less than two-thirds of the votes of those 

present at the District Conference are cast in its favour 

provided a quorum is present when such vote is taken. 

 

18.6 When a proposed amendment to a regulation or a 

proposed new regulation is properly before any District 

Conference for consideration, such amendment or new 

regulation may,  before any final vote thereon,  be changed or 

modified by a majority sub-vote provided such change or 

modification be germane to the subject matter of the 

originally proposed amendment or new regulation. 

 

18.7 No amendment to a regulation or new regulation shall 

be considered by a District Conference if the resulting 

amended regulation or new regulation would be inconsistent 

with the By-laws of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons or 

the Governing Board Regulations. 

 

 ARTICLE 19 
 GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 

19.1 NOTICE  

 

19.1.1 Where under the provisions of these Regulations it 

is provided that any notice be given, such notice shall be 

deemed to be validly given if sent by any class of mail 

postage prepaid and shall be deemed to have been given 2 

days after the date on which it was posted. 

 

19.1.2 In computing the time when notice of any meeting 

or other event must be given both the day of giving the notice 

and the day of the meeting or other event shall be excluded. 

 

19.2 DISTRICT RECORDS AND PROPERTY 

 

19.2.1 On relinquishing any office held by him, a District 

Officer or a member of a District Committee shall turn over 

to his successor all documents, records, reports, files, 

communications, bank books, statements and other property 

or assets of this District of which he shall have obtained 

possession or control by virtue of his office or position. 

 

 

 

 

19.3 RULES OF ORDER 

 

19.3.1 All questions of procedure not covered by these 

Regulations or by the By-laws of Canadian Power and Sail 

Squadrons or the Governing Board Regulations shall be 

resolved in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order. 
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19.4 INTERPRETATION  

 

19.4.1 In these Regulations, words implying the 

masculine gender shall, where the context requires, 

include the feminine gender, and the singular shall 

include the plural. 

 

19.4.2 All capitalized terms used herein and not herein 

defined shall have the same meaning as the same 

capitalized term used and defined in the Governing 

Board Regulations. 

 

 ARTICLE 20 
 BANKING ARRANGEMENTS 
 

20.1 The funds of the District shall be deposited in such 

chartered bank, trust company, or other firm or corporation 

carrying on banking or similar business as the District 

Council may by resolution from time to time determine. 

 

20.2 Cheques and other negotiable instruments of the District 

may be made and signed by such persons as may be 

designated for that purpose from time to time by the District 

Council. 

 

20.3 The funds of the District, if to be invested, shall be 

invested only in any securities which are, at the time of 

acquisition, trustee securities or investments under the laws 

of the Province in which the District commander resides. 

 
 

 ARTICLE 21 
 EXECUTION AND CERTIFICATION OF 

INSTRUMENTS 
 
21.1 Contracts, documents or other instruments requiring the 

signature of the District may be signed by the District 

Commander, the District Executive Officer or any District 

Lieutenant Commander, although the District Council shall 

have the power from time to time by resolution to appoint 

any other Officer of Officers either to sign instruments in 

writing generally or to sign specific instruments in writing. 

 

21.2 A document requiring certification or authentication by 

this District may be signed by the District Commander, the 

District Executive Officer or the District Secretary. 

 

 

 

 

 ARTICLE 22 
 PRECEDENCE OF CANADIAN POWER 

AND SAIL SQUADRONS 
 
22.1 The By-laws of Canadian Power and Sail Squadrons, 

the Governing Board Regulations and these Regulations shall 

at all times be read as one document, and in the event of any 

conflict between such separate parts, the said By-laws shall at 

all times govern and to the extent that such conflict remains 

unresolved, the Governing Board Regulations shall govern. 

 

22.2 Any amendment to the By-laws of Canadian Power and 

Sail Squadrons or to the Governing Board Regulations which 

has been duly adopted shall without further formality become 

and shall be part of these Regulations and the District 

Secretary shall  alter these Regulations in the manner advised 

by the Committee on Rules to give effect to such amendment, 

and shall, on so doing, advise each member of the District 

Council of the alteration so made. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 23 
 DESIGNATION 
 
23.1 These regulations shall be known as the District 

Regulations of Western Ontario District. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 24 
 EFFECTIVE DATE 
 
24.1 These regulations shall come into force on the date they 

are approved by the Governing Board. 

 

 

 ARTICLE 25 
 TRAINING MATERIAL AND REGALIA 
 

25.1 Where in these Regulations the word "Regalia" appears, 

it shall be deemed to include insignia, officer's pennants, style 

of uniform and the flag of Canadian Power and Sial 

Squadrons in the absence of particular reference to such flag. 

 

25.2 The provisions of the By-laws of Canadian Power and 

Sail Squadrons and the Governing Board Regulations shall 

govern all regalia used, worn or displayed by an Officer of 

this District or a member of a committee thereof. 

 

 

25.3 This District shall not nor will it permit any Squadron 

forming part of it to purchase or otherwise acquire any 

supplies of training material or regalia listed on Canadian 

Power and Sail Squadrons' price lists, except from 

Headquarters or as otherwise authorized by Headquarters.  In 

the event that Headquarters establishes a stockpile of training 

material or regalia in this District, the Squadrons forming part 

of this District shall purchase the training material or regalia 

carried in such stockpile from such stockpile.
